•	 Perform comprehensive assessments to examine 		
	 eligibility factors, rehabilitation needs and capabilities/		
	 strengths of an applicant for vocational rehabilitation 		
	 services.
•	 Work with consumers to develop individualized 			 
	 employment plans and arrange for needed services.
•	 Provide vocational rehabilitation and job placement 		
	 services.
•	 Maintain and develop liaisons with referral services and 	
	 service providers.
•	 Prepare case records and reports.
